Saturday, June 4 
Evening Ghost Tour for EUFMC Attendees and Families 
Join John Sutton of Williamsburg Private Tours, EUFMC's most requested 
tour guide, for a walk down the eerie streets of Williamsburg illuminated 
by the lantern's glow. Tour departs from the Williamsburg Lodge 
Conference Center Arrival Hall at 8:30 PM. 
 
Sunday, June 5 
Walking Tour for EUFMC Attendees and Families 
John Sutton will lead a walking tour of the restored and reconstructed 
sites in Colonial Williamsburg and the important history of Virginia's 
Colonial Capital. The tour will depart from the Williamsburg Lodge 
Conference Center Arrival Hall at 1:00 pm and last approximately 90 
minutes.

Registered spouses are invited to the "Here Comes the Sun" Tea. There 
is no need to RSVP and casual dress is fine at this popular event where 
door prizes are always the highlight.

Monday June 6 
Shop Till You Drop 
Meet the shuttle in the front drive of the Williamsburg Lodge to go to 
Williamsburg Premium Outlets and The Antique Mall. The shuttle will 
depart on the hour beginning at 10 am and the last shuttle will depart the 
outlets at 3:30 pm to return to the Lodge. 
 
Tuesday June 7 
Jamestown Settlement - A Living History Museum 
Join us for an outing to the Jamestown Settlement, a re-creation of 
Jamestown as it might have appeared between 1607 and1624. We’ll 
begin with tour guide, John Sutton, sharing an overview of the importance 
and history of this area. Learn the true story of Pocahontas and Captain 
John Smith and experience how the Colonists and Native American 
Indians lived. There are also gallery exhibits and a gift shop. Lunch for 
spouses will follow at Le Yaca French restaurant in Williamsburg. 
Retirees will depart for lunch with John Sutton. Pre-registration is 
required and the tour will run from 9:00 am until 2:00 pm. 
 
Wednesday June 8 
Guided Run and Guided Walk for EUFMC Attendees and Spouses 
Guides will lead walking and running groups through the Colonial 
Williamsburg Historic Area beginning at 6 AM.  A pre-run stretch starts at 
5:45 am and all running levels are welcome. Participants will return to the 
Lodge by 7:30 am and t-shirts for pre-registrants will be available that 
morning. 
 
Yoga Class for EUFMC Spouses 
Attend an all levels yoga class at the Spa of Colonial Williamsburg across 
from the Williamsburg Lodge. Space is limited so pre-registration is 
preferred. The class begins at 10 am and may be held outside if weather 
permits.
